CMS Issues Proposed Rule Advancing Care 
Coordination   
"CMS introduced Episode Payment Models (EPMs) for 
Acute Myocardial infarction (AMI), Coronary Surgery 
Bypass Graft (CABG) and Surgical Hip/Femur Fracture 
Treatment- Excluding Lower Joint Replacement 
(SHFFT) and a Cardiac Rehabilitation incentive model 
to be tested for five performance years, beginning 
July 1, 2017 and continuing through December 31, 
2021. CMS estimates Medicare savings of $170 
million over the five-year test period." Read more 
about these payment models.

PQA Measures Used By CMS in the Star Ratings 
Medicare Advantage plans that include drug benefits 
(MA-PDs) are rated on performance measures for 
Parts C and D. For Part C, a subset of the HEDIS 
measure set from NCQA is used for evaluation. 
Medicare Part D stars are applicable to MA-PDs and 
stand-alone PDPs. The stars are assigned based on 
performance measures across four domains.  Read

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New Diabetes Type 1 and Type 2 Evidence-
Based Nutrition Practice Guidelines  
Registered dietitian nutritionists (RDNs) should 
play an active role in diabetes management, 
including ensuring overweight or obese patients are 
screened for diabetes; meeting with newly 
diagnosed patients 3 to 6 times during the first 6 
months and once per year thereafter; and 
providing individualized nutrition and exercise plans 
based on recommended practices. The RDN should 
collaborate with the interdisciplinary healthcare 
team and share the Medical Nutrition Therapy 
(MNT) plan, measurements, and overall 
effectiveness.

Despite prior consensus that statins lower the risk 
of heart attack and stroke in this population, a 
study published in the Journal of the American 
College of Cardiology finds only 2 out of 5, 40-75 
year-olds with diabetes are prescribed statins.

Free Pneumococcal and Zoster Vaccination 
Pocket Guides Available  
The Immunization Action Coalition (IAC) is 
providing QIN-QIOs Vaccination Pocket Guides for 
distribution and use by healthcare professionals. 
Guides address administration of pneumococcal 
conjugate (PCV13) and polysaccharide (PPSV23) 
vaccines and the zoster vaccine. They provide 
reference information, like indications and 
contraindications in targeted populations; details 
on administration; and talking points for 
discussions with patients. Guides are available at 
no cost, but a minimum order of 25 keeps 
production costs low.
